‘Lift Off' for 8-10 year olds builds on the skills and attitudes established
in the early years. It introduces the language of rights in a very child-friendly
manner and refers to the Convention on the Rights of the Child, which sees its
20" anniversary in 2009. ‘Me, You, Everyone: Rights and Responsibilities’
consolidates and develops the skills and attitudes from the previous books.
Concepts such as identity, relationships, interdependence, equality and
perspective are explored through activity-based learning. Children are
introduced to the Universal Declaration of Human Rights and become familiar
with the rights contained within it.

These resources are intended to support a whole-school based approach
to human rights education allowing schools to inform their practice and policy.
Schools throughout the Republic of Ireland and Northern Ireland who have used
the book report many benefits from the programme including reduced
incidences of bullying and increased respect amongst students, staff and
teachers.
