With just six months to go until the crucial UN climate summit in Copenhagen, Stop Climate Chaos – the Irish coalition of organisations campaigning to stop runaway climate change - will tomorrow call for action on climate change by hosting a ‘Climate Countdown to Copenhagen’ creating a giant human hourglass on Sandymount Strand on Dublin’s Southside.
 
The climate talks, due to finish in December in Copenhagen, may be the last chance the world has to make a deal which will stop runaway climate change. Right now, high-level talks are taking place in Bonn to set the scene for a deal in Copenhagen. 
 
To mark the countdown to Copenhagen Stop Climate Chaos is asking the public to ‘take a stand on the strand’ by:
 
· Going to Sandymount beach and being part of the climate countdown. 

· Being part of a giant human egg-timer showing that the time for deal-making is running out.  
· Telling the government to ACT NOW against climate change 

· Demanding the government pushes for a fair and strong deal in Copenhagen. 
 
Campaigners will form a giant choreographed human egg-timer on the beach and the words ACT NOW. 
 
Stop Climate Chaos is asking people to be on Sandymount Strand 12pm.  
 
‘We’re optimistic that a strong fair climate deal is possible in Copenhagen but only if people press their politicians to take action.   We ask you to join us at Sandymount tomorrow to take a stand on the strand. The more people get involved the harder it is for politicians to ignore us. People can change politics.’ said JoAnne O’Donovan, Stop Climate Chaos campaign coordinator.
